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Rainier Scholars is a long-term academic and leadership enrichment program committed to cultivating the academic potential of talented and motivated young people of color.  The program started in 2002 and offers participants 11 years of support – from 6th grade through high school.  The students participate in course work in addition to their normal school assignments and leadership activities.  The program values perseverance, integrity, courage, and academic excellence.  It is structured to be academically challenging and to prepare the students for scholastic success.  It has an amazing track record with graduates of the program attending prestigious colleges all over the country.  In fact, this year, 100% of their high school seniors matriculated into selective four-year colleges and universities.

High School students are placed in companies as summer interns and work in a variety of areas.  The staff of Rainier Scholars is excellent and helped both the student and our law firm work together to make the working experience valuable.  They prepare the students and guide them throughout their time at the internship.  Rainier Scholars staff also keep in touch with the firm during the summer.

We were fortunate to have a student spend two summers with us.  She has now graduated from Garfield High School and is a freshman at Dartmouth College.
